Who can apply 
 
 This scholarship is intended to assist players who have played in the Whitby 
Minor Hockey Association to further their education. It is open to all players currently 
playing at the Midget, or Juvenile levels, or those who have played at least 2 years in the 
WMHA system and are moving on to post secondary education. 
 
The Judging Criteria 
 
 Applicants are judged on the quality of their application, their contribution to their 
hockey team, leadership qualities, current academic standing, letters of 
recommendation, and financial need. 
 
How to apply 
 
 Applicants must complete in full the application. The application form must be 
accompanied by: 
 
- A transcript of your previous academic year 
- A letter of recommendation from a WMHA Coach, Manager, or Executive member 
-One or more other letters of recommendation  
 
Payment of Scholarship Money 
 
 The Scholarship is a one-time payment made to the winner. The recipient of the 
Gloria Rints Memorial Scholarship must provide confirmation of enrollment in a post-
secondary institution. The award is paid out each September, after the Selection 
Committee has reviewed all applications. The Committee reserves the right not to award 
the Scholarship should they determine there are no suitable candidates. The 
Scholarship winner must agree to have their name and photograph used for promotion 
purposes. 
  
Deadlines 
 
 The Selection Committee must receive applications no later than May 31st in the 
award year. Applications received after that date will not be eligible. Please note, only 
the recipients of the scholarships will be notified by the end of June.
